Summer Assignment- Environmental Science
Over the summer I would like you to get an idea of the scope of issues that are addressed in environmental science.  This will serve to introduce you to the range of topics we will be covering next year.

In order to achieve this, you must make a collection of twenty-five pieces of current information about environmental issues and catalog them.  

Procedure for Collecting and Recording Sources 

Sources can be newspaper or magazine articles, radio or TV programs, lectures or interviews and the Internet. 
For each piece of current information list the source, title and the date
Include a written sentence or two summarizing and responding to the article. 

Procedure for Cataloguing:

Number the twenty five sources and then sort them by topic into categories.  Name each category, and note the sources that fall under each.

You will hand in your catalogued collection in the fall when you return to school.
