Research 2 - As you continue to work on your SRP this summer you may want to also research the various competitions available. All of you will be submitting to the Virginia Academy of Sciences in March. Aspects of the competitions to focus on include: 
· timeline and deadlines
· forms
· written format
· presentation format
· cost
· location
Some of the competitions begin earlier than others so this may be a limiting factor. In addition to the Virginia Junior Academy of Science competition, there are many other competitions to consider.
